“And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. He that believeth and is 
baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.“ - Mark 16:15-16.

In college I heard Author Paul 
Little say “Keep your faith but don’t keep it for yourself.“ The GO in the Gospel is still valid! 

I renounce the works of satan and believe on the Lord Jesus Christ: These words were spoken by two young 
Ukrainian refugees at their baptism in a nearby lake on Sunday. Our church family cheered them on as they were 
baptized and we are happy that this family 
from the Ukraine is part of our German 
church. In April, five Iranian families that we 
had helped, visited our Sunday service. Some 
I had baptized and one family was the family 
that lived on our church property for a year 
and a half before there were allowed amnesty. 
All are converts from Islam to Christianity. 
Jesus Christ is Lord! 

Evangelism training to go into the world! We have just had recently two weekend teaching and training sessions to take 
the Gospel into our area. We want to make a difference for someone while we have time. Please pray for us to reach 
more! 

Pray for the peace of Jerusalem!: On a recent weekend we had a speaker emphasising Israel and 
how we should stand with them and pray for them. The speaker with ICEJ had just been in Israel 
and visited areas that had been impacted in the attack last October. In May we had a Passover 
demonstration on Sunday evening led by a messianic pastor from Nuremberg. Our German church 
stands with Israel and are praying for them!
