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Why are Steve and | serving as missionaires in South Korea? For both of us and for
many missionaries and full-time Christian workers around the world, it traces back
to a dedication decision at a camp. Christian camps play a big role in the church
and in the missionary movement. January always means WINTER CAMP at WOLBI
Jeju! And this year | was reminded afresh of the importance of camp and of the
role of each member of the camp staff. We divide staff/students into teams for
camp: program team, Bible club team, kitchen team, tech team, counselor team
and English teacher team. This year for the first time | was an English teacher at
camp. You can see some pictures of my students above. One lesson plan was to
make cookies, write a thank you note and share it with someone at camp. At times
each staff member can feel like, “What difference does my role make in this camp?”
or “Does it even matter that | am here?” or “How does this count for eternity?” |
did. But it is such a great picture of the body of Christ. As long as every member is
functioning properly, we don’t think much about it. But the moment one member
is weak or sick, it is noticed.
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The fun that program team provides breaks down emotional barriers, so that
campers open up their hearts. If the food isn’t good or plentiful, campers aren’t
happy and are less open. If the tech is not working properly, campers may not be
able to hear or see well. If there are no English classes, then Korean parents
wouldn’t send their teens to camp just for a fun time. All of these things combine
with the Bible club dramas and worship and an active prayer room, so that when
Steve or David Baek or other staff stand up to preach, the campers’ hearts are
more open to hear and be counseled by their counselor. One really cool part of
camp this year was that four of the campers are applying to attend WOLBI this fall!
One of them in particular shared with his English teacher that he has a great
burden for North Korea.
