“And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God.“ Matthew 16:16 
“In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. And the Word was made 
flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace 
and truth.“ John 1:1+14. This year Christians observe the 1700-year anniversary of the Council of Nicaea in 325 
AD, where the controversy over the nature of Jesus was resolved at that important gathering. This controversy 
has resurfaced in modern times. I have talked with several German traveling preachers and they see that 
happening here as well. We hold firm and teach and preach the deity of Jesus Christ and we worship Him! 

Repent and be baptized!: In June we had an „Outreach Bischofsheim with evangelistic training and then had 
groups going out on the streets in our area to witness. In July we baptized two ladies and a young girl in a 
nearby lake on Sunday before the morning service. Those who had led them to Christ did the baptizing. It was 
a great testimony to all that were present. Each one who was baptized received a Bible and a baptismal 
certificate in the service afterwards. We celebrated this step of obedience and rejoiced with them in their 
victory!

Bless Israel!: Also in July the church hosted an Israel conference with a representative from ICEJ in 
Jerusalem. The speaker was in Israel during the war with Iran and shared how we need to pray for Israel and 
for the people in Iran as well that they would be set free. Iran (Elam) will be saved. We had multiple times of 
praying in small groups and it was encouraging to see Germans crying out to God to bless Israel!

For this child I prayed!: Last Sunday our youth pastor conducted a family service for all ages and then we 
had a child dedication service for seven children. It was a blessing to see the parents blessing their children and 
praying for them to follow the Lord. The church was standing with outstretched hands in agreement. Yes Lord 
raise up a generation that has the fear of the Lord on them and yielded hearts for Jesus! 

The same commit thou to faithful men!: I meet regularly with our team of pastors to train, teach and 
encourage them in the work of the Lord. In our house meetings we are seeking to raise up leaders as well. God 
has a calling on each one of His own. I shared with our leaders that the faithful pastor has to hear what the 
Spirit of God is saying to the church and help and encourage  the believers to walk out their faith. Amen! 

Cease not to give thanks for you!: Thank you for your prayers, encouragement and gifts toward this ministry in 
Germany. It has made a difference in this small corner of the world for someone for eternity. Thank you!
