She was able (in Jeju dialect) to go
through a Survey of Religion tool
with these two ladies and both of
them wanted to hear the Gospel

and then prayed to receive Christ!
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Students planned and executed their first
Momentum Day Camp. They did great! It was
on the Saturday after Evangelism class with Mr.

Samuel Song. What a joy to see them taking
campers through the Survey on Religion and
the Gospel! For the western students this is
probably the first time they’ve ever shared the
