There are many
frustrations, disappointments, and hardships in ministry, but it is worth it when you see an unsaved
person moving toward Christ. He is very open and sincere with questions and is learning. He knows,
theoretically, that he is not saved, but the truth has yet to reach his heart. Please pray for him to
